Bill Edwards has completed 20 seasons as 
Hofstra University Head Softball Coach. One 
of the best clinicians in the country, Edwards 
has led the Pride to 11 NCAA appearances, 
two NCAA Regional finals, a string of 11 
consecutive conference titles and two final Top 
25 rankings. He was recently inducted into the 
NFCA Hall of Fame in 2009.

Jay Nelson enters his fourth season as head 
coach of Rutgers University in 2009-10. An 
experienced clinician, Coach Nelson completed 
10 years as a top assistant at Seton Hall 
University, where he helped guide the Pirates 
to two Big East Championships and three 
NCAA Tournament appearances. He was part 
of a staff that garnered two regional Coaching 
Staff of the Year awards.

Roy Kortmann is in his 16th season as head 
coach at Long Island University and has built 
a nationally-competitive program. He has 
developed four Division I All-Americans and 
has led the Blackbirds to eight Northeast 
Conference championships and seven NCAA 
Tournament appearances, including five in the 
last seven years. Kortmann has been named 
NEC Coach of the Year seven times and his 
staff has garnered two Regional Coaching 
Staff of the Year awards.

Edwards, Nelson and Kortmann have combined to win 21 

conference championships, 13 regional Coaching Staff 
of the Year Awards and have coached 21 teams into the 

NCAA Division I Softball Tournament.

Catch, Throw, Receive with Footwork energized lessons with 2009 NFCA Hall Of 
Fame Coach Bill Edwards (Hofstra). These skills are rarely taught anywhere and not 
understood by most coaches. Coach Edwards will provide new and fresh material 
in this area. Understanding and executing these softball specific movements will 
improve your game immediately!
 

Pitching Improvement Sessions where pitchers work directly with college 
pitching coaches. Small groups and personal interaction with pitching coaches 
who have developed some of the best college pitchers in the nation. You will learn 
the adjustments and drills that you can use to improve your pitching success. At 
Rise Ball Camps you will not just throw and throw....you will learn, throw, adjust, 
and learn again. You will be taught the information you need to correct mechanics 
and receive the drills needed to improve on what you are currently doing on the 
pitchers mound.
 

Catcher Training Sessions where catchers receive intensive and detailed 
instruction from college catching coaches.

Infield & Outfield Specialized Instruction Sessions where break out groups 
are taught defense in depth and drilled to enhance performance. Coach Anderson 
(Hofstra), Coach Mejia (LIU), and Coach Consolmagno (Rutgers) direct breakout 
groups in these areas where you will learn techniques used by elite softball players 
in the game today.
 

Hitting and Offensive Improvement Development. Directed by Coach Roy 
Kortmann (LIU) who has developed three D-1 All American hitters. Learn how to 
“chunk” together pieces of your swing. Develop the self awareness to “teach” 
yourself  the correct swing and increase your ability to make adjustments. Former 
men’s major fastpitch player, Coach Nelson(Rutgers) will also provide valuable 
expertise for you to become a terrific contact hitter.
 

Specialized Slap Hitting Instruction. Improve your understanding of slap hitting 
fundamentals and learn the specific drills you need to become a serious slap hitter. 
All you slappers know that there is a very little knowledge base out there for you 
to acquire skill instruction in the art of slapping. This session for slappers is another 
new and unique element of our Rise Ball Camps.
